Year 7 – 11 Student Offsite Statement
Students should not go off site during the school day except for the following:

· They have been issued a lunch pass by their Key Stage Leader.  These students regularly go home for lunch.  Such passes are awarded following a written request from parents.

· A temporary one day pass can be given by the Key Stage Leader.  These are for one off circumstances where parents request a student leaves the premises at lunch time.  These are authorised for things like, a dentist appointment, to visit the post office.

· A temporary one day pass may occasionally be given at the Key Stage Leader, or senior staff discretion.  This is usually for during lunch time but can occasionally be during the school day.  A visit to the pharmacy, or to pick up food tech ingredients are examples of such cases.  Students usually undertake such visits on foot, although there are occasions where staff may provide a lift.  All such discretions are organised through the pastoral / senior team to ensure that student welfare is considered and such actions are appropriate.

The split site nature of our premises means that we rely on student cooperation to comply with this policy.  We have a walkie-talkie link to a number of shops in Bridgnorth town centre and we periodically patrol the town centre at lunch time.  Students found to be off-site without appropriate permission are issued with a Leadership Group detention.
